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You have the power, but you are not alone
Several years ago, a movie

was made called Field of
Dreams. The story is about a
man who had a vision to build
a baseball field in the middle of
a cornfield on his rural farm.
He did not know why; he just
knew he was to do it. To the
chagrin of his neighbors, he
built the baseball diamond in
the farm community. One night
some players showed up. The
man realized these were no
ordinary players, but were actu-
ally the great players from the
past. When the skeptical neigh-
bors came to view this phe-
nomenon, they were unable to
see what the farm owner could
see. This made it even worse
for him. Now he was really a
lunatic in their eyes. 

This fictitious story has a
spiritual application for us.
First, if God tells us to "build a
ball field," we should do it. It is
not for us to determine the rea-
son we are instructed to do it.
Once we are obedient, God will
allow us to see what others
cannot see. It is the rite of pas-
sage for those who are willing
to risk all for God's purposes.
God increases the spiritual

senses to levels we never knew
before. Those around us will
observe this. God grants us
great power in accomplishing
His will. But even in doing so,
we can’t think that we are the
only one responsible for build-
ing the Kingdom.

"The eye cannot say to the
hand, 'I don't need you!' And
the head cannot say to the feet,
'I don't need you!' On the con-
trary, those parts of the body
that seem to be weaker are
indispensable, and the parts
that we think are less honor-
able we treat with special
honor" (1 Cor 12:21-23).

Think of an orchestra.
Watch as the conductor looks
over to the violin section, then
the percussion, then to the
seemingly insignificant lady
standing way back in the cor-
ner waiting to play her one or
two notes on a chime-looking
instrument. Who would even
notice if she didn't play her
instrument? The conductor
would. 

An orchestra is a great pic-
ture of the way the Body of
Christ should operate. It is
made up of different people

with different gifts, all being
led by the one Great
Conductor, telling us when to
use our gift in the right time. I
am sure the lady in the back of
the room who only plays a few
notes must think she doesn't
measure up to the great violin-
ist who sits right up close to
the conductor. 

However, imagine if you
slowly removed each member
of the orchestra, one at a time.
At first you may not notice any
difference without a trained ear.
But as you remove each mem-
ber of the orchestra, you will
begin to miss the powerful and
melodic sound of many instru-
ments playing together. Finally,
when all but a few of the
instruments are removed, you
notice a big difference in the
sound and the void left from
key instruments. 

Imagine if these instruments
tried to go out and play songs
all by themselves. Imagine if
the tuba tried to play a solo. Or
the oboe did the same. You get
the idea. 

Every member of the Body
of Christ matters. Every job
matters to God and contributes

to our great Conductor's grand
plan to fulfill His purposes on
the earth. Your contribution
matters to God and has no hier-
archy of importance. 

When we are obedient, God
will allow us to see what others
cannot see. It will require a
level of obedience that will go
beyond human reason. It may
require risk and ridicule from
others. But you will see what
others cannot see and help oth-
ers become what they never
dreamed they could become.
And remember, you are not
alone. By working together, we
create the greatest music this
side of heaven and become a
much greater orchestra as we
are led by the Grand
Conductor! My prayer is that
we find the greatest joy in
playing our instruments to the
glory of God in unison with all
the other instruments God has
raised up for His purposes!

Judicial  Counci l  rul ing

The Judicial Council
released its decision concern-
ing a request for a ruling of

law on the 2009 Early
Retirement Incentive Program.
The Council ruled that the
request was germane. The
Council further ruled that the
Annual Conference cannot del-
egate its authority to any other
body, and that the Core
Leadership Team lacked the
authority to make such a deci-
sion.  

The Annual Conference
must make decisions concern-
ing conference clergy support
after a recommendation from
CF&A even if funds are not
drawn from apportioned funds.
A copy of the full decision is
found on the Texas Annual

Conference website,
www.txcumc.org/ruleoflaw613.

Bishop Janice Riggle Huie
said, “I’m grateful that this
matter has been resolved. This
prompt ruling will allow our
conference to address the con-
cerns raised by the Judicial
Council regarding the inter-
relationships of our structure.
It allows us to move forward
in a timely manner.

“In order to address key
issues in the decision, I will be
asking the appropriate bodies
to make recommendations on
two specific items for consid-
eration at this Annual
Conference. First, the CF&A

will be requested to make a
recommendation regarding
pensions and benefits. Second,
CLT will be requested to make
a recommendation regarding
the role of the bishop on CLT.
In light of this decision, there
will be additional considera-
tion regarding the role and
authority of various annual
conference bodies during this
next year.”

The Judicial Council did
not require that the Texas
Annual Conference return to
the Council for its approval
concerning any structural
issues.
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Standing firm in the face of calamity
Sabine Pass UMC dedicates its new parsonage

I Shall Not Be Moved.  “He
is like a tree planted by streams
of water” (Psalm 1:3).

What do an American folk
song and a passage of scripture
from the Old Testament have in
common with the parsonage of
Sabine Pass UMC?  Actually,
quite a bit.  In 2005, the church
and parsonage were heavily
damaged by Hurricane Rita.
Three years later, Hurricane Ike
wreaked havoc on the church
property.  The church sanctuary
was badly damaged, but not

destroyed by Ike, while the par-
sonage stood strong.  Just like
the words in the folk song and
the words of scripture.

Recently, a service of dedi-
cation for a new parsonage was
held the second Sunday of
April.  Bishop Janice Riggle
Huie and District
Superintendent Dick White
were a part of the 70-plus par-
ticipants in the celebration.
“The highlight of the event was
sharing this special time with
folks who once again made the
sacrifice to come to Sabine
Pass,” said Rev. Kitty Key, sen-
ior pastor of Sabine Pass UMC.
“Those in attendance were
impressed that our Bishop
appreciated their gift of partici-
pation in its (the parsonage)
construction enough to give her
personal blessing.  Bishop
Huie’s presence on behalf of
the Conference spoke vol-
umes.” 

The parsonage was restored

after Hurricane Rita hit the
area.  “This structure withstood
the fury of Ike with very little
damage…strongly built by
‘God Fearers.’ We had one
team that included Methodist,
Baptist, Catholics, members of
the Dallas area Jewish commu-
nity and a few gnostics,” con-
tinued Key.  “The journey thus
far has been long and often
very trying, but the construc-
tion of this parsonage was a
constant reminder to the com-
munity that people out there
were remembering us in prayer
and making plans to return.”

Work teams that came to

work on the parsonage also
worked on 28 homes in the
community.  

Presently, the congregation
of Sabine Pass UMC uses a
building at First Baptist Sabine
Pass for worship and min-
istries.  Rev. Key believes the
beauty of the completely recon-
structed home, through the gen-
erosity of the “connection,”
gives hope to the congregation
that, in time, they will be able
to offer, “Christ” in their own
church building in the near
future.

“The Methodist parsonage
houses the only resident clergy
family in the community,” says
Rev. Key.  “Two churches, the
Roman Catholic Church and
the Assembly of God will not
be rebuilt.  The Methodist
church remains the light to
those in darkness and shelter to
those in storms…and the keeper
of the light resides on the
grounds.”

Kip Johnson) and First UMC
Katy (director Barry Barrios).  

Following worship, Medema
will remain in the sanctuary to
custom-design songs based on
stories shared from the congre-
gation. Using his gift of improv-
isation, Ken, who was born
blind, hears with his heart, sto-

ries from people or themes from
events and speeches and sings
the stories back to audiences of
all ages.

Medema has been singing
more 32 years in every venue
imaginable for 50 to 50,000
people, from churches to con-
ventions to colleges to corpora-
tions. 

Blessing the Monday night
Contemporary service will be
the Robbie Seay Band, which
serves weekly at Ecclesia
Church in Houston, where their
music ministry is honed. “Part
of the calling of a worship
leader is to be compelled and
obligated to voice the prayers of
the community and live in the
middle of what’s truly happen-
ing in your community,” said
Seay.

It was a shared grief of his
church community that led to
the song “Lament (We Cannot
Wait).” We see mothers bury
sons and begging you to come,
Oh, oh oh. We need your grace,
oh God, your grace... We cannot
wait

“When my wife got off the
phone with Karen, our dear
friend and nanny to the Seay
kids, I knew the news was bad.
Karen’s oldest son was shot and

killed,” Seay said. “Karen
works at our church as well, and
our community rallied around
her in love and support. But los-
ing a son, for a community and
especially a single mother, this
was life at its hardest. I began to
write ‘Lament (We Cannot
Wait)’ in my kitchen that night,
after the house was still and
quiet. It became our plea, our
prayer for Ecclesia and our city.

“It has also taken on new
meaning for all our brothers and
sisters in Haiti who are living
through hell and have lost fami-
ly and friends,” Robbie adds.
“God’s grace, we cannot wait.
It’s our only hope in times of
grief and desperation.”

The band’s goal is creating
art, not only for art’s sake, but
for the sake of giving authentic
voice to the hopes, fears, joys
and sorrows of everyday people. 

Whether people choose to
worship in a quiet, contempla-
tive manner or to the songs of
the Robbie Seay Band or along
with the soulful soundtrack of a
Gospel Mass Choir, annual con-
ference worshippers will find a
faith expression that fits them
and presents them with a Holy
encounter.

4,600,000. The number of
Houston area residents presently
not a part of any church com-
munity, whom the New World

members are pursuing with zeal. 
New World UMC officially

became a part of the United
Methodist denomination on
Sunday, April 18, having been
launched less than three years
ago by Rev. Robert Johnson,
who previously served at its
mother congregation Windsor
Village UMC.

“In the midst of everything,
we know that the best is yet to
come,” Johnson said to the cele-

bratory crowd of charter mem-
bers and supporters. 

Dr. Don Waddleton, Director
of the Center for Congregational
Excellence, who previously
served as Johnson’s district
superintendent, was the com-
munion celebrant and prayed
that God “strengthen [New
World] in a powerful way, that
those 4.6 million who are yet
unchurched will find their way
to a new home.” 

Creating new worship spaces
for new people is one of the
denomination’s Four Focus
Areas. Southwest District
Superintendent Rev. Gail Ford
Smith shared the depth of the
United Methodist connection to
which New World is now unit-
ed. As a new church start
focused on reaching the
“unchurched,” New World is in-
step with the UMC’s vision to
make disciples for Jesus Christ
for the transformation of the
world, and moreover, with
Jesus’ Great Commission.

New church start history
Preaching from Acts 17,

Bishop Janice Riggle Huie
shared the story of “one of the
greatest new church start pastors
ever” – the Apostle Paul. In

Acts 17, Paul and Silas
had been chased out of
Philippi; and now, in
Thessalonica were again
accused of “turning the
world upside down” by
preaching about “anoth-
er king,” named Jesus.

“Their official
charge was disturbing
the peace,” Huie said.
“Don’t you think we
need a little more dis-
turbing of the peace?”

In Paul’s day, resi-
dents complained that
Christians were trouble-
makers and were trying
to change the world.
Huie wished the same
for New World.

“We hope you folks
through the grace of
God and the love of
Jesus are going to turn
Houston upside down,”

Huie said. “These early
Christians knew – and I
think you do – that when

you make the decision to follow
Jesus Christ everything changes.
Not just head and heart, but the
way we live our lives.”

Another mark of the early
church that is also visible at
New World is love for God and
neighbor. After visiting for

about four months, Abner and
Sharon Risher officially joined
the church on charter Sunday
because of the love. 

“It’s just a real warm atmos-
phere,” said Abner Risher, who
drives 23 miles from Tomball to
worship at the West Houston
church. “We weren’t really a
part of a church. It felt like it
was time to be part of a church
organization that was doing
something.”

The Rishers have not been a
part of a faith community for
about 10 years, he said. His tes-
timony of the church’s warm
welcome and spirit of service
witnesses to the fact that New
World’s foundation embodies
Jesus’ declaration in John 13:35:
“By this everyone will know
that you are my disciples, if you
have love for one another.”

Such love and service, Huie
noted, brings about transforma-
tion of communities, cities,
nations and ultimately new
worlds.

“New World – it’s a great
name. I always thought it,” said
Bishop Huie. “If the Apostle
Paul could hear that name – he
would say to you, right on!”

The music ministry of
Jorie and Christie West – a
mother-daughter duo – was
the soundtrack for the recent
Native American Ministries
Sunday observance sponsored
by the Texas Conference
Committee on Native
American Ministries
(CONAM). 

Ministering as Sayani
(which is a Cherokee word
meaning Zion), the women
have worked as studio and
backup vocalists for many
years and began singing
together as Sayani in 2003. 

Accented with scripture
readings, hula praise dances
and native instruments, the
songs focused on the life of
fruitfulness and faithfulness to
which God calls all Christians. 

“Don’t just scatter seeds to
the wind – what you sow will
grow,” Jorie said. “Let’s sow
seeds of faith. Let’s sow seeds
of love – fruit of the
spirit…Make sure who you’re
planting seeds for is the giver
of good gifts.”

One of the good gifts
Sayani has been able to give is
restoring pride in one’s her-
itage. “Cherokee Pride” is a

song Jorie West wrote for her
mother, who was “raised in an
environment where it was not
cool to be Indian.” Once her
mother became of age, she
married, moved far away from
home and even farther away
from her Cherokee Creek
roots. 

“She dressed white, talked
white and did everything to
blend in,” she said. “She
missed out on a lot, because
it’s beautiful to be whoever
you are.”

The song lyrics depict the
joys and sorrows of being
God’s unique creation. 

Ignorance called her half
breed and it filled her soul
with pain. Hateful words
chilled the blood, pumping
fear through tiny veins. She
always kept her head bowed
down, afraid to show her face.
While Cherokee pride slipped
away, misery took its place.…
My precious mother never
knew, until the day she died,
security comes from deep
within along with Cherokee
Pride…We are blessed by the
heritage He breathes into each
soul. We are not just half or
part, Jesus made us whole.

The concert concluded
with the song “Father Teach
Me to Fly,” based on Isaiah
40:28-31: “Do you not know?

Have you not heard? The Lord
is the everlasting God, the
Creator of the ends of the
earth. He will not grow tired
or weary, and his understand-
ing no one can fathom. He
gives strength to the weary
and increases the power of the
weak. Even youths grow tired
and weary, and young men
stumble and fall; but those
who hope in the Lord will
renew their strength. They will
soar on wings like eagles; they
will run and not grow weary,
they will walk and not be
faint” (NIV).

With arms outstretched
like an eagle’s wings, Sayani
gave lyrical testimony to
God’s amazing strength and
unwavering faithfulness to all
his children, especially those
called Native Americans.
