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New ways abound to connect with Cote d’Ivoire

The covenant relationship
between the Cote d’Ivoire and
Texas Annual Conferences of
the United Methodist Church
grows stronger year-by-year as
Methodists on both continents
continue to partner in ministry
that glorifies God globally. 

A delegation from Cote
d’Ivoire visited the 2010 gath-
ering of TAC delegates as
ambassadors – updating partici-
pants in the Laity Meeting and
the closing Wednesday business
session on opportunities to sup-
port Methodist schools in Cote
d’Ivoire and the Radio
Initiative.

With the successful distribu-
tion of nets and the launch of
La Voix de L’Esperance (the
Voice of Hope) radio station,
the partnership focus shifts to
supporting the radio station’s
ability to educate and inspire 3

million residents
around the Cote
d’Ivoire capital
and to undergird
the United
Methodist
schools of the
Ivory Coast. 

Educating a
nation

The Adopt-
A-Student pro-
gram aims to
pay the tuition
and school fees
for students, the
majority of who
cannot afford to
pay.
Sponsorships are
$50 per month
or $600 per year
to educate one
student.

“Thanks to that program, we
can bring good, quality educa-
tion to many children in the
poor areas in our country,” said

Valentine
Amonkou,
director of
operations
for Cote
d’Ivoire’s
United
Methodist
schools.

She also
expressed
apprecia-
tion for the
support of
the Texas
Conference
on behalf of
the 57
kinder-
garten and
primary
Methodist
schools in
Cote
d'Ivoire; the
18,000 chil-
dren attend-
ing and the
900 people
employed
in these
schools and

on behalf of the United
Methodist Church in Cote
d'Ivoire.  Amonkou shared that
the church in Cote d’Ivoire is in
the process of opening 13 new
schools. The land for one of
these schools was purchased
with a gift from the TAC.

“After bread, the most
important need of people is
education,” Amonkou said. “If
you want development, you
must build schools.” 

In addition to the Adopt-A-
Student program, there is
another way to support Ivorian
schools. United Methodists in
Cote d’Ivoire often create cele-
bratory cloths – bearing the
denomination’s cross and flame
on African-inspired fabrics. The
Texas Conference’s Ivorian
friends have prepared a custom
cloth for the TAC – featuring
bluebonnets, the state of Texas
and the cross and flame. 

The fabric sells for $15 per
yard, with proceeds benefiting
Ivorian school children. Annual
conference attendees purchased
$4,000 in fabric. More is avail-
able, by contacting Jan
Bierwirth in the Center for
Missional Excellence at jbier-
wirth@methodists.net.

Clergy stoles, altar cover-

ings, tote bags, Bible covers,
aprons and gardening tool belts
are among the many ways the
fabric can be used. Patterns will
be made available through the
conference website at a later
date.

World changing radio
Texas Conference native

Rev. Cynthia Harvey, who is
now deputy general secretary of
the United Methodist
Committee on Relief, was on
hand to affirm the power of
radio in Cote d’Ivoire and other
places where the majority of
residents live “off the grid”
without access to electricity.

“Radio for us in the U.S. is
often entertainment. In Cote
d’Ivoire it’s life-giving and life-
saving,” Harvey said, noting
that at the time of the confer-
ence gathering 3 million people
on the Ivory Coast were listen-
ing to health information and
other public service messages.
“It’ s available to them, because
of you.”

To support radio program-
ming, it will take $165 per day.
“I hope that you will respond,”

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Core Leadership T eam Meets
Following Annual Conference

The Core Leadership Team
(“CLT”) met on Friday, June 18
for the first time following
Annual Conference.  After the
usual opening of devotion and
prayer, the team embraced the
changes to the Annual
Conference rules passed in
response to the Judicial Council
decision.  The CLT remains
dedicated to the need for ongo-
ing communication and trans-
parency with regard to its work.
CLT’s work of strategic plan-
ning and holding our Centers
for Excellence accountable for
ministry will continue.

After reviewing Annual
Conference evaluations, the
group lifted up the variety of
worship experiences, the beauti-
ful mural, the preaching of Rev.
Tom Long and the Bible studies

lead by Rev. Grace Imathiu.
Challenges for the future
included a discussion of how to
build community within the
Annual Conference, especially
among the laity.  The CLT also
discussed the benefits and chal-
lenges of moving the Annual
Conference meeting to the
George R. Brown Convention
Center.

Bishop Huie shared a short
history of the evolution of
Annual Conference which start-
ed with John Wesley’s three
questions to be handled at the
meeting: what to teach, how to
teach and what to do.  In plan-
ning and carrying out Annual
Conference meetings today, the
design team tries to balance the
needs for doing business with
the desire for worship and fel-
lowship time.  Business essen-
tial to the Annual Conference
must be accomplished at the
meeting of the Annual

Conference.  But there was also
a recognition that the work of
the Conference goes on all year
long.

The CLT looked at issues of
strategic importance to the
Annual Conference and sched-
uled in-depth of these issues for
future meetings.  Issues of Lay
Leadership and Empowerment
will be discussed in October
when the CLT meets jointly
with the District Leadership
Teams.

Other strategic issues which
will be discussed in the coming
year include transformation and
new church starts with a focus
on ethnic churches, the 2010
census and how we might use
the information which will be
learned from it, and the relation-
ship of the Annual Conference
to Methodist institutions.

The CLT meets quarterly
plus in addition to the joint
meeting with the District

Leadership Teams. Membership
of the CLT is composed of one
member from each district and
five at-large members.  The
Bishop, who chairs the CLT, the
Assistant to the Bishop and the
Center Leaders are all Ex-
Officio members with voice and
no vote.  You are welcome to
communicate your thoughts and
concerns to any member of the
CLT.

Red Lick First UMC youth group 
survives Arkansas disaster

A long awaited camping trip
to the Caddo Gap in the
Ouachita Mountains turned into
a nightmare for the members of
the Red Lick youth group.
Youth Directors Mike and Pam
Akin, Pastor Del Covington, his
wife Sherry and nine youth
from the church were camping
in the Albert Pike camp ground,
when after a consistent rain
throughout the day and evening
on Thursday, June 11, they
found themselves in the midst
of rushing waters.

Pam Akin found it hard to
sleep because of the rain and
lightning, and checked on the
youth in their tents several
times through the night.  Her
husband Mike couldn’t sleep
because of Pam’s activity and
decided to sit in a chair under
the awning of their camper.  A
large flash of lightning revealed
that the Little Missouri River
had risen almost 20 feet and
was beginning to reach several
tents where the youth were
sleeping.  Mike and Pam imme-
diately began to awaken the

sleepy campers.  
Within a few moments the

rushing water was knee deep in
the camping area as the Red
Lick group was moving to high-
er ground.  At that time,
screams were heard from the
tent of a young mother camping
with her nine year old son as
their tent washed away in the
water.  Mike Akin, Pastor
Covington and another nearby
camper waded into the torrent,
grabbed the tent and were able
to get the mother and son to
safety.  At that time it became
very apparent why God allowed
the Red Lick group to be at that
particular location in the camp
ground.

When the youth were safely
gathered on high ground, a dev-
astated 14-year-old boy wan-
dered into the group, weeping
uncontrollably.  Sherry
Covington put her arms around
him and found out that his
mother was trapped in the fami-
ly’s SUVnear the river and he
had just seen his 16-year-old
brother, Dylan carried away by

the water.  
The youth group immediate-

ly gathered around the young
man and prayed that God would
do a miracle, specifically pray-
ing that God would provide a
tree for his brother to hang on
to and that his mother would be
rescued.  About 10 minutes
later, the boy’s father tethered
to a long rope, was able reach
his mother and bring her to
safety.  The boy, still crying for

his brother, went to be with his
parents.  

A half hour later, he came
back dragging a rather disori-
ented looking teenager with
him.  The boy proudly said:
“This is my brother Dylan; they
found him in a tree, naked!”
The water had ripped all his
clothes off his body, but, he was
alive. Someone had found

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What happens when youth COLLIDE with conference?

January 12, 2010 an earth-
quake collides with Haiti…

On any given day in Texas,
79,000 people collide with
homelessness…

Every day in third-world
countries around world people
collide with hunger, poverty,

disease, civil war…
What happens when things

collide?
These were the ideas inspir-

ing the first COLLIDE – youth
lock-in event at the 2010 annu-
al conference.

“We know what happens
when the sweet part of a base-
ball bat collides with a baseball
or softball, or when talented
hands collide with guitar or

piano,” said youth leader Jud
McLeod of First UMC
Nacogdoches. “The news loves
to tell us what happens when
two cars collide together or
when bullets collide with
human flesh…. But, what hap-
pens when you and Christ col-
lide? What happens when you
and Christ together collide with
the illness of this world?”

These thought-provoking
questions were presented to
more than 400 youth from
throughout the Texas Annual
Conference just before 1 a.m.
on May 31. While the adult del-
egates with whom the youth
had worshipped with hours
before were tucked in bed, the
youth crowded around the altar-
turned-stage of Christ UMC in
The Woodlands for a concert
that kicked off COLLIDE. 

Afterwards, 12-year-old
Charlie from First UMC
Livingston was among the stu-
dents flanking the Christian
rappers – one rocking a tattoo
that read “revelation” – for
autographs.  When asked why

he wanted the rapper’s auto-
graph on his guitar, Charlie
answered, “I think he’s cool!”
adding that his favorite song of
the night was “Do Yo Thang.”

After the concert and intro-
duction to the COLLIDE con-
cept, participants were assigned
to mission immersion groups,
through which they experienced
life as either a homeless person,
a resident of a third-world
country; someone in a disaster
situation or a privileged
American.

Koneisha Ringer spent the
night as a hard-working third-
world citizen. Ringer said she
and her peers were rationed
items and had to trade with
other nearby “countries.” They
also experienced drought and
war as they tried to meet their
production quotas.

“It was hard,” Ringer said.
“You were trying – only to
fail…It made me feel grateful,
because America is a really
blessed nation.”

When the “Americans”
walked through Ringer’s tem-

porary community, she said,
“they were throwing food at
us,” I thought, “People live like
this every day. We’re only
going through this for an hour.”

Overall, the experience was
a blessing for youth and men-
tors alike. One first-time chap-
erone shared that the event was
so remarkable, that although he
only got two hours of sleep, he
“would do it all again the next
weekend.”

“We see what happens when
youth collide with conference,”
McLeod said, referencing their
unprecedented participation in
the event and Rev. Michelle
Hall’s reference to youth during
the first worship service. 

“That’s hope people,” said
Hall, who is the Wiley College
Chaplain, when all those age 18
and younger stood up in wor-
ship. “Our future looks bright!”

TAC celebrates increase in 
young clergy

The number of young cler-
gy in the Texas Annual
Conference is on the rise,
reported Rev. Jason Burnham
of the clergy recruitment min-
istry team, during the 2010
Annual Conference gathering.

Burnham recalled the 2007
clergy recruitment report,
which noted that young clergy
were an “endangered species”
– like the spotted owl.

“On Monday, May 30 in
2005, Bishop Huie offered her
first Episcopal address before
this body. In the congregation
that day there were only two
clergy in their 20s,” he said.
“That’s commissioned,
ordained, deacons, elders –
two. That represented a minis-
cule one-third of 1 percent of
the clergy in the Texas Annual
Conference. 

“But I have good news. On
this day, June 1, 2010 – five
years later – when Bishop Huie
commissions our newest class
of elders and deacons, the total
number of clergy in their 20s
will rise to 26. That now repre-

sents before us 4.48 percent of
the clergy body of this great
conference. What a difference
five years makes!”

According to a 2008 study
by Dr. Lovett Weems and the
Lewis Center for Church
Leadership, the Texas Annual
Conference, had only 21 clergy
younger than age 35, represent-
ing 3 percent of the clergy. The
2010 commissioning class
brings the total number under
age 35 to 48, representing 10.5
percent of the clergy.

“That’s a 130 percent
increase in the last two years,”
Burnham said. 

In 2008, the TAC ranked 33
among the 66 annual confer-
ences, regarding the number of
young clergy. Current gains
“would move the TAC from
33rd to 1st in the nation…that
sounds like where the Texas
Annual Conference belongs,”
Burnham said, acknowledging
that growth in other annual
conferences must be consid-
ered in order to calculate the
TAC’s standing most accurate-

ly. 
To what can the gains be

attributed? A myriad of pro-
grams, most of which were
implemented in 2006, account
for the growth. Among them,
are ambassador visits to semi-
naries, trips to Exploration
(sponsored by the General
Church), the Candidacy
Summit and the new My Call
TX.org web site. 

Additionally, the Pastoral
Intern Project has given 30 stu-
dents opportunities to explore
their call to ministry, while
serving in ministry settings
throughout the conference.
Twenty-four of the 30 students
are either attending seminary
or committed to do so. And, on
Tuesday of annual conference,
Jeremy Wester became the first
pastoral intern to be commis-
sioned in the TAC.

“Thanks to you, we can
proclaim the number of young
clergy is on the rise in the
TAC,” he said. “Thanks be to
God!”

him a pair of shorts, five
sizes to large but he was
thankful for them.  The
youth began to sing every
praise song they knew.
Their songs were only thing
that could be heard above
the rushing water by the res-
cue teams on the other side
of the river

As the water slowly
receded and the group from
Red Lick returned to their
camp, they found all their
coolers, cooking utensils and
food storage crates had been
washed away.  Five tents
were gone, three canopies,
numerous sleeping bags and
personal items were no
where to be found.  All four
vehicles driven by the group
sustained some damage, but
everyone was alive.  As
Pastor Del told the youth,
“things can be replaced,
lives can’t.  We are very
blessed.”  It was obvious
from early on that many
lives were going to be lost.

As the people trapped in
the campground tried to
recover a few of their pos-
sessions, the youth from Red
Lick assisted whoever they
could.  One lady found some
coffee, a coffee pot and a
camp stove.  She kept every-
one supplied with coffee.
Someone else had brownies
in their truck, so the youth

group ate brownies for
breakfast.

By noon, the water had
receded enough for rescue
crews to clear the uprooted
trees from the bridge, allow-
ing the campers to leave the
campground.  The Red Lick
group had their belongings
packed and made their way
out of valley. On the way
out of the park they saw
why it had taken rescue
crews so long to get to the
camp ground; the main road
to the park had been closed
due to three separate land-
slides.  Once out of the park,
the group met up with a few
of the parents of the youth
and for the first time emo-
tion showed and tears
flowed.  

Pam Akin commented on
how proud she was of her
youth, “no one panicked,
they encouraged each other,
they helped in any way they
could, but most of all their
Christian faith was evident
to everyone in the camp
ground.”  When asked if she
would ever camp at Albert
Pike again, Pam replied,
“Maybe someday, but not
for a while.”

Harvey said. “Respond gener-
ously and extravagantly – as
you always do.” 

Bishop Janice Riggle Huie
invited conference members to
consider how they might
engage individually and corpo-
rately as churches to support
partnership ministries in Cote
d’Ivoire. 

“It is my personal hope that
every church in this annual con-
ference will find a way to con-
tribute,” Huie said. “Through
the ministries of your church –
every one of these 700 churches
… or link up with somebody
near you and you decide: send a

child to school all year for $50
a month …or pay for a day or a
week or a month at a radio sta-
tion.

“And we’ll look forward to
the blessings that come. A small
amount of money makes a huge
amount of difference in some
parts of the world.”

Global impact
Bishop Huie read from

Paul’s letter to the Ephesians as
she prepared to pray for the
Cote d’Ivoire delegation: “I
have heard of your faith in the
Lord Jesus Christ and of your
love toward all the saints.” 

Similarly, people throughout
the connection have heard of
the faith and love demonstrated
through the Cote d’Ivoire and
Texas partnership. Sam Kofi,
assistant to Bishop Benjamin
Boni, noted that the collabora-
tive work of the partnership has
gained attention of the General
Church. 

“We want this relationship
to be a model – Texas and Cote
d’Ivoire – for the whole
church,” Kofi said, “not only in
the United States, but in Africa,
in Asia and in other parts of the
world. 

“I can tell you today that
because of our relationship –
that several people see as very
excellent and as a model for the
future – the General Church has
a scheduled a meeting in Cote
d’Ivoire in August to learn how
we can worship together and
transform the world together.”

“This meeting will bring
over 30 people from different
continents – Bishops, confer-
ence lay leaders, pastors – to
Africa, to learn how we evan-
gelize together and how we
address issues related to pover-
ty.” 

So, Bishop Boni wanted me
to thank the Texas Annual
Conference (because) through
the work with Cote d’Ivoire, a
lot of our annual conferences
will also learn best practices.”
